From Carl: I am pleased to announce that Terry Thurmond will be our guest demonstrator at our November meeting. Many of you
know Terry from Woodcraft. He will demonstrate proficient use of carbide tools including turning between centers and facegrain/
bowl turning. Unfortunately I don't have photos to include here, but we should have some in our next newsletter. He provided this
Statement:

My name is Terry Thurmond, and I deeply appreciate the opportunity to be with you all. I spent my career life in the furniture in-
dustry, as first, a store owner and then the majority of years as a road rep. for four different companies - Ethan Allen, Pennsylvania
House, La-Z-Boy and Bassett. Around the later 1980s, I was seeking a simple Shaker style table for the breakfast area in our home;
being in the business, I didn't think this should have been too difficult, but the mission was thwarted at every step.

Having been exposed to good furniture, I knew construction principles, so I set out to build one. I completed a table in about a
month with a solid maple top, solid aprons, Shaker tapered legs with mortise and tenon joinery. I am still proud of that table. And
you know what happened from there...woodworking became a hobby for the rest of my life.

I didn't get into turning during those years until starting at Woodcraft in 2010. At that time, Jay (manager) instructed the two most
junior staff members to make a sample of each pen we carried in the Woodcraft line. I began turning somewhat under duress, but
very quickly fell in love with it. Pens, bowls, candlesticks, ice cream scoops, and everything else became my passion; I don't think I
made anything square for at least a year and a half.

I've never considered myself a "master" turner, but I have made things of which I am proud, and everybody I had on my Christmas
list has gotten a pen, a bowl, whatever I was making that year.

My purpose in being here is to make you all familiar with the carbide turning tools. They can't do every task, but they're probably
perfect for 90 to 95% of turning work. Importantly, they place in your hands high quality tools which don't require the use of a com-
plete set of lathe sharpening tools - usually around $250 to $300 - and allow a new turner to begin work immediately without the
challenges of many traditional turning tools. One simply replaces the cutters after 20 hours of exposure in turning for an average
cost of $16.

The carbide tools are somewhat like soldiers. The infantry can perform many tasks; it's nice to have around the air force, the artil-
lery, the tanks, the submarines, and so on, but each of these areas has a specific purpose unlike the poor infantry soldier who is ex-
pected to do everything. Carbide tools are the infantry.
